Set the below ESC/POS command to make the thermal printer Beep sound when printing receipt using Loyverse
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Use the beeper in a ESC/POS printers

How to use beeper in a printers that support the commands of the built-
in beeper or buzzer
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Some printers that have a built-in beeper allow you to use ESC/POS commands to

control this device.

This command has features in that some printers simply do not have a beeper or do

not support commands that control such a beeper.

The general view of the command for the beeper/buzzer in the printer, if it is

supported by the printer
18,42,n,t

Where
'n" is the number of beeps from 1to 9
"t" is the length of the sound from 1to 9 (it's not in seconds, it's just the preset value).

1is the shortest beep, 9 is the longest beep

You can type it in the initialization command line, and then the printer will be beep

before printing the receipt
